City of Allison Regular Council Meeting
Monday, May 13th, 2024
Regular Meeting:
Mayor Henrichs opened the regular meeting of the City of Allison City Council at 5:15 p.m. The Council members present were Bangasser, Galey, Henning, Stirling, Absent: Heuer. Also present was Trent Stirling, Coby Bangasser, Mark Bangasser, Cassidy Courtney, Roberta Wiegmann, Joe Conlon, City Engineer Jim Sweeney, and Casey Sebastian representing Iowa Rural Water. Henning made a motion to approve the agenda with a second by Bangasser. Ayes: All. Nays: None. Motion carried. 

Open Forum:
Jon Heuer entered the meeting at 5:18 p.m.

Roberta Wiegmann discussed a complaint with the Council. There is a resident in town who is not abiding by a couple of different ordinances in town such as, the Pitbull ordinance, the chicken ordinance, and the number of animals that are allowed in a residence. The City Clerk will be sending a letter to this residence with the ordinances to ensure that they are informed, which will allow the City to continue moving forward with the issues at hand.

New Business:
Casey Sebastian representing Iowa Rural Water came and held a discussion with the Council to help address the water loss issues. After talking with Casey, the council decided that they are going to get bids for new cellular meters for the properties that are unmetered which include Wilder Park and the Pool, along with quotes for commercial businesses in town as these places use higher volumes of water. Once these places are metered, and an audit is completed for the residential properties, the City will be able to have a better idea of how they would like to move forward to fix the water loss issue. 




Motion by Bangasser with a second by Heuer to have the City Clerk, Alexis Wiegmann collect quotes from Neptune to see what it would cost to put cellular meters in the Pool and Wilder Park along with commercial businesses to help identify where the water loss issue is stemming from. Ayes: All. Nays: None. Motion Carried. 

The City Council reviewed Crafty as Cass’s application for the economic development that was put into place and discussed the committee’s recommendation. The economic development committee recommended giving the business Crafty as Cass $10,000 as this amounts to less than a third of the total price of the building fixes that were completed. It was recommended that $5,000 be given this fiscal year, and the other $5,000 be given the next fiscal year so that there is $5,000 remaining which allows an opportunity for other businesses to come in and apply for this program. One of the biggest things with the economic development plan is to help clean up main street and allow for businesses to utilize this money on fixes and costs that will stay with the building. 

Motion by Galey with a second by Heuer to approve the economic development committee's recommendation of giving $10,000 to the business Crafty as Cass with $5,000 coming out of this fiscal year's budget, and the additional $5,000 coming out of next fiscal year's budget. Ayes: Galey, Henning, Heuer. Nays: Stirling. Abstained: Bangasser. Motion Carried. 

Motion by Henning with a second by Galey to approve a 5% raise for the city employees which will take effect on July 1st, 2024. Ayes: All. Nays: none. Motion Carried.

Motion by Heuer with a second by Bangasser to approve the septic tank disposal agreement with Clay Cordes with an increase from $0.03 to $0.04 cents. Ayes: All. Nays: None. Motion Carried. 

Motion by Henning with a second by Stirling to approve Resolution #24-05.1 - Resolution to transfer money for the Wilder Park camping expansion loan in the amount of $5,118.70 for interest and $9,000 for Principal from the long-term camping fund into the debt service account for these payments. Ayes: All. Nays: None. Motion Carried. 

Motion by Stirling with a second by Heuer to approve Resolution #24-05.2 - Resolution to transfer a Principal payment of $192,000 and Interest Payments in the amount of $21,460.83 for the Sewer Relining Project and the Lagoon Project from the Sewer fund into the Sewer relining fund. Ayes: All. Nays: None. Motion Carried. 

Motion by Henning with a second by Galey to approve Resolution #24-05.3 - Resolution setting the date and time of May 20th, 2024, at 5:15 p.m. for the public hearing on the budget amendments for FY 2024 at City Hall. Ayes: All. Nays: None. Motion Carried. 





The action to approve Resolution #24-05.4 - Resolution approving pay app #8 from Boomerang in the amount of $230,850.00 was tabled until the 20th due to an updated pay application amount being needed. Ayes: All. Nays: None. Motion Carried. 


Old Business:
The City Council discussed the City property that is located on the fairgrounds further. The Fair Board planted trees in place of a fence, and the Council is asking that the property be cleaned up as well since the trees will take time to grow.
